INFORM

Confirm that every member of
your team understands the time,
location and safety guidelines of
the clean up.

Follow these guides and rules on-site to assure everyone is safe, happy and
healthy. Teammates should remain aware of each other's well being and help one
another follow these guidelines and resolve any issues that may arise.

Obey all traffic laws.

DO NOT pick up litter in the path
of vehicles.

Always walk single file and a safe
distance from traffic.

Work facing the flow of traffic (so
you will see approaching vehicles).

An entire team should work on one
side of the road at a time.

Only cross the road in a vehicle,
except at designated crosswalks.

DO NOT enter construction zones
or other unsafe areas.

Safety on the Job

Work in pairs. Everything is
better with a friend.

Take breaks as needed.

Flash the hazard lights of parked
vehicles (but don't drain your
battery).

DO NOT leave trash bags in the
path of vehicles.

No horseplaying.

DO NOT consume alcohol or use
tobacco products.

DO NOT bring pets or interact
with wild animals.
