damages for personal injury,  property damage or fatality which I may have, or which may hereafter 

accrue to me as a result of my participation in the AutismOklahoma PieceWalk & 5K event, even though 

this liability may arise from negligence or carelessness on the part of the persons or entities referred to 

in this paragraph or from dangerous or defective property or equipment owned, maintained, or 

controlled by any such person or entity.
