Responsibilities of Pool Patrons

1. By restrictive opening of the pool, the City of Grosse Pointe Park does not represent that it is safe, or that there is not a risk of contracting COVID-19 by use of our facilities.
1. Stay home if you are experiencing a cough, fever, shortness of breath, sore throat, loss of taste or smell, or do not feel well.
1. Note and follow the recommended CDC guidelines regarding proper hygiene practices posted at the entryway to each locker room.  Wear face mask when entering and using locker rooms.
1. Bring a full water bottle to avoid touching a tap or water fountain.
1. Come dressed in bathing suits to utilize the pool.  Change areas, lockers and showers will not be available for use in locker rooms.
1. Bring a minimal number of personal belongings.  Any belongings of value should be left at home or locked in your vehicle.
1. Bring your own chairs, sunscreen or tanning lotions and swim equipment.  Do not share these items with others outside your own household.
1. Avoid touching your face while in and out of water and wash your hands or use hand sanitizer promptly after swimming.
1. Wash hands with soap and water for 20 seconds or longer, or use hand sanitizer, if soap and water are not available.
1. Follow the proper social distance of 6-feet between others not from the same household in the pool, on the pool deck and in the locker rooms.
1. Wear face masks covering the mouth and nose when entering and using the locker rooms and when interacting closely with pool staff or other patrons.
