
Parking/Directions to the Seaport World Trade Center, Boston 
200 Seaport Blvd., Commonwealth Pier, Boston, MA 02210 

 
PARKING 

Parking is available at a few surface lots around the Seaport World Trade Center and in parking garages. 
The closest handicapped accessible parking is located across the street from the Seaport World Trade 
Center below the Seaport Hotel. There is limited street parking. Metered parking is $2.50/hr for 2 hours, 
8a-8p. We strongly suggest taking public transportation.  

The closest parking (and handicapped parking) to the Seaport World Trade Center is the Seaport Hotel 
Garage located directly across the street from the Seaport World Trade Center. Valet parking is available. 
Receive the Weekday Show Discount rate of $27 (Wed – Friday) and the Weekend Show Discount rate of 
$22 (Sat and Sunday) at the Seaport Hotel Garage. This rate is not good for overnight parking. Vehicles 
must exit by 3 am. No validation is required – discounted rate will automatically be applied to your ticket. 

FREE SHUTTLE - EDIC Garage at 373 Northern Ave includes FREE SHUTTLE to and from the Boston 
Flower Show Entrance 

 
Complimentary shuttle service will start one hour before Show opening and end 30 minutes after closing 
each day of the Show.  Parking Rates: 

Weekdays:    Weekend:  $20 
2 hours or less – $15 
3 hours or less – $20 
3-24 hours – $30 
After 4 PM – $20 

 
Located just a little over a half mile (7 minute ride) from Seaport World Trade Center. To get to this 
garage, drive east, (away from the city), go straight through the rotary, on Northern Blvd, past the 
Harpoon Brewery.  Parking garage has a large blue “P” (Parking) sign on it.  Shuttle will pick up at the 
parking garage entrance on Northern Blvd.  Look for white van with maroon Flower Show Shuttle sign.

PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION 

We strongly suggest taking public transportation. The MBTA Silver Line Waterfront (SL1) provides 
service from the World Trade Center Station to South Station every 10 minutes during the weekday and 
every 15 minutes during the weekend. The Silver Line/World Trade Center Station is located adjacent to 
the Seaport Hotel. 

Via MBTA: 

OUR SUGGESTIONS - Take the commuter rail to South Station and then take the Silver line to World 
Trade Center Station. Or park at Alewife, Braintree, Wollaston or Oak Grove lots, and take the Red line to 
South Station, or Orange Line to Downtown Crossing (transfer to Red Line to South Station) and then take 
the Silver line from South Station to World Trade Center Station.  See more details below.  

From South Station: 
(Access to the MBTA’s Red, Silver, and Commuter Rail Lines; Greyhound and Peter Pan Bus Services; 
Amtrak.): Take the Silver Line SL1, which is located one level above the Red Line/one level below the 
Food Court) to World Trade Center Station. Take the stairs/escalators/elevators to the upper level, Level 
2, and exit onto World Trade Center Ave. Turn right onto WTC Ave., walk for about 0.1 miles and The 
Seaport World Trade Center will be directly in front of you.  Look for the big arch (pictured below).

From Logan Airport: 
Take the Silver Line Bus SL1 (MBTA). Exit at the World Trade Center stop, and take the escalator or 
elevator up to Level 2. Take a right onto World Trade Center Avenue, walk for about 0.1 miles and The 
Seaport World Trade Center will be directly in front of you. 

From North of Boston by Public Transportation: 

By Train: 
From North Station take Orange Line inbound to Downtown Crossing. From Downtown Crossing switch 
to Red Line and take to South Station. From South Station switch to Silver Line to World Trade Center 

By Bus: 
The number 4 Bus runs from North Station to Seaport Boulevard / Seaport Hotel stop 

Via Water Taxi: 
This scenic way to travel is a great way to avoid traffic. Hop on the water taxi shuttle at your terminal and 
enjoy the ride. The stop for pick up and drop off is at the Seaport World Trade Center, directly across the 
street from the Seaport hotel. Check out Rowes Wharf Water Taxi -

DRIVING DIRECTIONS: 

 FROM Points West via I-90: 
Follow the Massachusetts Turnpike/Interstate 90 East to Exit 25 – South Boston. At the top of the ramp, 
bear left towards Seaport Boulevard. At the first set of lights, proceed straight onto East Service Road. At 
the next set of lights, take a right onto Seaport Boulevard. The Seaport Boulevard entrance to the Seaport 
Garage is located ahead on the right. 

FROM Points South via I-93: 
Heading northbound on I-93 towards Boston, take Exit 20, which will be immediately after Exit 18. 
Follow the signs to “I-90 East.” Take the first tunnel exit to “South Boston.” At the first set of lights at the 
top of the ramp, proceed straight onto East Service Road. At the next set of lights, take a right onto 
Seaport Boulevard. The Seaport Boulevard entrance to the Seaport Garage will be ahead on the right. 

FROM Points North via I-93: 
Heading southbound on Interstate 93 Boston, take Exit 23, Purchase Street and move into the left lane. At 
the top of the ramp, take a left turn onto the Evelyn Moakley Bridge/Seaport Boulevard. Follow Seaport 
Boulevard for approximately .8 miles, the Seaport Boulevard entrance to the Seaport Garage will be on 
the right, after the Seaport Boulevard/B Street intersection. 

FROM Logan International Airport and Route 1A South: 
Follow the signs towards I-90 West – Ted Williams Tunnel. Take the Ted Williams Tunnel to Exit 25. At 
the top of the ramp proceed straight onto B Street. Follow B Street to the end and take a right onto 
Seaport Boulevard. The Seaport Boulevard entrance to the Seaport Garage will be on your right.
