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Why have two worship services?
For nearly two months we have been at or near capacity in our worship services. Families from church have expressed a desire to come to worship but an inability to do so because of the lack of open slots via our online Sign-up Genius.  Having two services will also give an opportunity for people to worship at more convenient times. 

What time will the services be?
9am and 11am.

Will the services be identical?
Initially, yes. Each service will have the same layout, hymns (with organ), sermon, and communion.  The only exception may be if there was something along the lines of a soloist or baptism. 

Will the church be safe?
Yes. We will do whatever we can to keep the church safe. This is of utmost priority. In fact, by moving to two services, and cutting back on our maximum capacity at each service, we can provide overall worship slots for more people overall (up to 110, from 70).  But this will also enable us to spread out the density of people among two services.  We would offer two worship services with a maximum capacity of 55 people at each service. 

How will the church be cleaned?
The church will be sanitized and sprayed at the end of the 9am service. We will use a product called, Vital Oxide, which has been studied and proven to protect against COVID. Worship bulletins will NOT be reused. We will rotate the pews used at each service. We will continue other precautions such as six-feet social distancing, wearing face-masks, temperature screenings, having ceiling fans on for proper circulation, removal of high-touch objects like hymnals and offering plates, making use of an air-purifier machine, and having hand sanitizer available.  We also continue to encourage you to visit outside and only use the church restrooms in an emergency.  

Will two services increase our risk?
As church leadership, we do not believe so. This is of our primary concern.  In the event of any uptick or increased risk, or if statewide regulations are altered, we will make necessary adjustments. 

Why do this now?
In part, we are doing this because we have seen an increased desire for people to be in worship. We also anticipate (and hope for) having more people (both members and visitors) looking to worship in the weeks after Christmas.  With the weather getting colder, we also realize that listening to the service on the radio from the parking lot will no longer be a viable option. 

What about Sunday School and Sunday morning adult Bible class?
At this time, we will NOT be resuming these things. We hope to do so as soon as possible. We will continue to survey the thoughts and feelings of our families. 


Will we still need to use the sign-up genius?
Yes, just be sure to sign up for the specific service you desire to attend.

When will the two-services format start?
Our first Sunday with two worship services will be on Sunday, January 3rd. 

Will the service still be live-streamed on Facebook?
Yes, we will continue to do this via our church Facebook page.  However, whether this will be done at 9am or 11am has not yet been determined. 

What if I don’t feel comfortable returning to in-person worship?
That is perfectly okay! We want all congregants to make the decision to return in person based on what is best for them and their loved ones. We encourage you to continue to worship virtually via Facebook Live until you are supremely comfortable that it is safe for you to return. 

Can I hang up my coat?
You could certainly do that. However, we do encourage you to just keep your coat with you in the pew.  This will lessen the need for foot traffic in the narthex and hallway areas. 




We believe we are taking a very conservative approach that will offer a significant amount of protection for everyone who chooses to attend. We will ask – and require – that everyone who wants to join us in person adhere to the rules that are in place. We seek to find a balance between providing plentiful worship slots and being smart and safe. We understand the fact that everyone has different views and opinions.  Everyone has differing levels of comfort and takes different measures of caution. These are strange, previously unnavigated times. Through this all, we ask for and appreciate your support.
