Lunch Service
We are preparing individually packaged lunches due to COVID.  Each lunch brown paper bag or box should contain a sandwich, a bag of chips, a cookie, and a fruit item (fresh or individual container) and a utensil packet.  All items are stored on the wire shelf on the hallway side of the kitchen marked “Habitat” or the frig. 
In an envelope marked “Habitat Publix”, you will find a Publix gift card that can be used for your sandwich ingredient shopping.  Use the gift card and return with your receipts to the envelope on the shelf.  If you prefer, you can purchase your sandwich ingredients and turn in the receipts for refund directly to Liz Whyard’s desk in the office. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Sandwiches are to be made the day/evening before in the kitchen with the bags/boxes assembled and left in the refrigerator for the breakfast team to pack in a cooler the following morning.
Sandwiches include wraps, pita pouches, hoagie rolls etc.  They need to be prepared and sealed in a Ziplock bag (located on the Habitat shelf).  If your sandwich has tomatoes and/or lettuce, please bag these items separately so that the sandwiches do not get soggy, and the volunteers can add as desired. Condiments packets such as mustard and mayo are in a small plastic box that will be kept in the sandwich cooler for volunteers to use as needed.
For vegetarians, we have “Crustable” PB& Js in the freezer that can be used.  
We do have a volunteer with gluten free needs. (Heath Kinnunen)  A gluten free load of bread is in the refrigerator to be used for sandwiches.  We also have gluten free snacks for his lunch as well.  
Check the “worksite cleaning supply” box for refills of trash bags, paper towel roll, hand sanitizers.  If refills are needed, they are stored on the shelf. The volunteers will need these supplies each workday.  
Return Key to hideaway spot when you are finished and have cleaned up from the preparations.
